Analysis Essay

Your goal is to develop a well-organized, thoroughly developed analysis of a text or abstract idea in order to understand that text or idea in a new way. This will involve breaking your subject into “building blocks,” determining what those components suggest about the subject, and then relaying this new idea (your thesis) to the reader by walking the reader through your discovery process. 

Requirements:

· The essay will be graded using the rubric posted on blackboard (the same rubric used for the previous essay) and will be worth 100 points. 

· All grammatical and stylistic components covered in class are expected to be of the highest quality in this essay.

· You are also expected to mimic one (1) quality sentence from a source of your choice. The original sentences and your mimicked versions should be clearly shown and discussed in your typed reflection.

· You are expected to type a formal reflection for this essay. See the requirements of a quality reflection on blackboard. Without the reflection, the essay is subject to late credit until the reflection is completed. 
· You will get extra credit for effectively using (and highlighting) vocabulary words in your essay.
