· Develop a piece of writing for a picture frame or other “gifty” format

· Create a children’s book/story

· Write a letter 

· Develop a set of greeting cards with words inspired by the journal 

· Post a blog

· Develop a scrapbook

· …..OR ANY OTHER OUTSTANDING IDEA THAT YOU GENERATE!

The requirements are simply that this is a written piece that demonstrates professional final quality (grammatical accuracy, formatting detail, etc.) and that it ties one of our journal prompts to a creative inspiration of your own.
