Poetry Assignment

Over the course of the next few days, I want you to explore poetry. I want you to consider poetry that is classic, modern, famous, anonymous, armature, etc. The main goal of this study is for you to explore poetry, connect to poetry, recognize poetic innovation, and aspire to write your own poem.

1. Identify a poem that “speaks” to you and inspires you. It could be the topic, the theme, or even the structure that resonates to you.  

2. Use this example poem to inspire a poem of your own. The galaxy is the limit! Consider the following ideas to spark your thoughts: 

a. Write an imitation of this poem’s structure with your own content

b. Write a poem along the same topic or theme of this poem

c. Write a response to this poem in poetic form

d. Write a poem that captures how this poem affects you

e. Write this poem from a different perspective (keep the theme/topic, but change the perspective)

f. If you use the original as an inspiration for your own poem, you cannot do this wrong! 

3. Use poetic innovation (poetic terms), exact diction, and poetic structure in your poem to add poetic/creative appeal

4. Present the original poem and your own inspired poem to our class, either on a poster, PowerPoint, website, hard copy, etc, being careful to present the poem with appropriate breaks in lines and stanzas. Formatting is key with poetry. Verbally explain the connection between the original poem you found and the poem you wrote after being inspired by the original.
